New shot required for  
daycare 

The Michigan Department of Community 
Health is requiring that all children at-
tending licensed daycare facilities, pre-
school and Head Start programs be im-
munized with a vaccine that helps pre-
vent bacterial infections leading to pneu-
monia, meningitis and other diseases. 

The new law became effective Jan.1, but 
daycare providers and schools have until 
October 1 to comply according to a 
spokesman for the state health agency. 

Health-care providers, daycare facilities 
and schools have been notified that Prev-
nar has been included in  the Michigan 
Immunization Registry, and children ages 
2 months to 4 years old enrolled in such 
facilities are required to add this vacci-
nation to other immunizations, including 
mumps. ,measles, rubella, polio and oth-
ers.   

Please make sure to add this to your 
child’s next immunization visit.  Compli-
ance is required in order to keep Kids’ 
Land license in good standing with the 
State of Michigan therefore I will re-
quire compliance for enrollment.
